
EXECUTIVE ORDER No. CM02005 – 011 

 

AN ORDER ENJOINING CITY OFFICES TO ORGANIZE RELATED ACTIVITIES IN 

CELEBRATION OF THE 251
ST
 FOUNDING ANNIVERSARY OF SAN FERNANDO 

AND THE 101
ST
 YEAR OF THE TRANSFER OF THE CAPITAL OF PAMPANGA 

FROM BACOLOR TO SAN FERNANDO. 

 
 
WHEREAS, the City of San Fernando is celebrating its 251

st
 founding Anniversary and 

101st year as Provincial Capital on August 15 and 16, 2005;  
 
WHEREAS, the City Government prioritizes activities and events that perpetuate the 

spirit of historical events to inculcate patriotism and nationalism among its 
citizens;  

 
WHEREAS, all offices and organizations under the Local Government Unit (LGU) are 

mandated to utilize their resources in the preservation and promotion of 
Kapampangan culture and history;  

 
WHEREAS, the theme of the celebration is "Pagmaragul Ku, Fernandino Ku!" which 

aims to inculcate in the consciousness of the citizens of the City of San Fernando 
pride for their heritage and tradition;  

 
NOW, THEREFORE, by the powers vested in me by law, I, Oscar S. Rodriguez, Mayor 
of the City of San Fernando, do hereby order as follows:  
 
Section 1. The following offices shall organize and implement the activities defined 
below and other related endeavors to promote the spirit of the August 15 and 16 
celebration and its theme:  
 

1. Trade, Industry and Tourism Office (TITO): to organize a special program for the 
flag ceremony on August 15, 2005 highlighting the significance of the founding 
of San Fernando and the transfer of the provincial capital to this town. 

  
2. City Division Office of the Department of Education: to organize a series of 

lectures for history students and teachers on the history of San Fernando and 
an oratorical competition drawing inspiration from the theme "Pagmaragul Ku, 
Fernandino Ku!" and the two (2) events being commemorated.  

 
3.  The Association of Barangay Council Association of Barangay Kagawads, the 

Sangguniang Kabataan, Office of the Community Affairs and the Office of the 
Senior Citizens Affairs: to organize the "Pagmaragul Ku, Fernandino Ku!" project 
that will encourage the citizens of San Fernando to unearth historical artifacts, 
documents and stories of heroism by Fernandinos and put these in an exhibit 
preferably at the San Fernando Train Station.  

 



 
Section 2. The Trade, Industry and Tourism Office (TITO) shall coordinate the events 
and act as Secretariat.  
 
Section 3. This Executive Order shall take effect immediately.
